Know the entry point, Know what to protect



Examples

How do we get exposed to CPPs?

• Spray drift

• Spillage / Leaks

• Residues on foliage / leaves

• Residues on food

Definition

Risk, Hazard, Exposure

HAZARDRISK EXPOSURE

x=

refers to the inherent 

properties of a substance that 

make it capable of causing 

harm to human health or the 

environment

is the possibility of a harmful 

event arising from exposure 

to a chemical or physical 

agent, for example, under 

specific conditions

describes both the amount of, 

and the frequency with which, 

a chemical substance 

reaches a person, group of 

people or the environment

Personal Protective Equipment for 

Mixing and Application of CPPs



Definition

Personal Protective Equipment

PPE

“any clothes, materials or devices 

that provide protection from 

pesticide exposure during 

handling and application.” 
(FAO: Food and Agriculture 

Organization-UN)



For the Face and Head

Protects the nose and mouth 

from fumes / droplets

Protects the eyes from 

splashes

Personal Protective Equipment

Protects the head/scalp from 

droplets and sun’s heat



For the Upper Body and Arms

Protects the front portion of 

the body

Protects the hands

Personal Protective Equipment

Protects upper body and 

arms from droplets/splashes



For the Legs and Feet

Protects the feet

Personal Protective Equipment

Protects the lower limbs
